Jim Kittelson called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Schaefer motioned, seconded by Sandberg to adopt. Approved 7-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Gudknecht motioned, seconded by Sandberg to approve. Approved 7-0-0.
PRESENTERS:  

NEW BUSINESS: 
RESOLUTION 14-06 – Approving the EDA Portion of the 2013 City Audit – Gudknecht moved to approve, Seconded by Schaefer.  EDA Director Boulton explained the details of accounts 251 (EDA), 306 (Cenex Industrial Park), and 604 (Medical Center).  Passed 7-0-0.

Cenex 4th Addition discussion – Administrator Boulton explained that there had been interest from a couple of existing businesses in town about future needs.  Specifically, Concast has made requests for additional land for a larger lot and future building because of expansion and new contracts.  Brandon Theobald – WHKS Engineering – spoke about the concept plan.  He spoke about the direct need to build 3rd Avenue, but advised against the construction of 10th Street Court.  He gave rough costs for the developments of Cenex 4th Addition.  
EDA members asked what should be done about the current land lease.  EDA Director Boulton advised a motion be made that a letter be drafted and sent to the lessee.  Benson moved to write a letter to Mr. Allen explaining that the EDA has intentions to develop parcel in the near future and that the lease is hereby terminated.  Seconded by Johnson.  Passed 7-0-0.

Further discussions brought forth an agreement that Concast would be contacted about timetable for needs, dirt removal on Concast’s current property, and a commitment for the purchasing of lot(s) for development.  If all of these circumstances align, a professional service agreement would be drafted for next meeting by the EDA Director and WHKS for Cenex 4th Addition.  Construction plans and specifications would follow the professional service agreement.  The timetable for construction would depend on Concast’s needs.
OLD BUSINESS:
EDA Director Boulton gave an update on the EDA land sale to Brian Groth.  The documents have been recorded at the Goodhue County Recorder.  The EDA and Brian Groth are waiting on final documents from Goodhue County Abstract.
There being no further business Benson made a motion seconded by Gudknecht to adjourn at 6:46 p.m.  Approved 7-0-0.
