Jim Kittelson called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Schaefer motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to adopt. Approved 5-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Holmes motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to approve. Approved 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS:  
NEW BUSINESS: 
EDA Director Boulton went over the EDA portion of the 2012 Wanamingo City Audit.  Funds 251 (EDA Fund), 306 (Cenex TIF Addition), and 604 (Medical Center) were discussed in detail.
RESOLUTION 13-04 – Accepting the EDA portion of the City Audit – Gudknecht motioned to approve, Seconded by Schaefer.  Approved 6-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
2nd Reading Wanamingo EDA Bylaws Change– Article III, Section II.   Proposed changes were discussed to rewrite the section as follows: 

“The two City Council Commissioners shall be appointed by the Council through the yearly appointment schedule occurring around the 1st regularly scheduled Council Meeting of each year.  The remaining at-large Commissioner positions serve 4-year terms. Two of the Commissioners are appointed in one even year, then two years later, the other three Commissioners are appointed; in order to stager the Commissioners terms.”

RESOLUTION 13-03 – Approving changes to the Wanamingo EDA Bylaws on membership term lengths – Schaefer motioned to approve, Seconded by Gudknecht.  Approved 6-0-0.
An Update was given to the EDA on the Rochester Sales Tax Good Neighbor Sharing program legislation.  A memo was provided to the EDA.  Mayor Holmes and EDA Director Boulton testified in the House Tax Committee on a legislative amendment that would make Wanamingo eligible for a portion of the sales tax sharing - $5 million.  Two of the Tax Committee Meeting members (Representative Davids and Representative Liebling) got into a colorful discussion on the philosophical discussion of the Good Neighbor Sharing program.  It culminated in Representative Liebling stating she would author legislation to remove the $5 million from the current law to the 17 cities and place it in the Destination Medical Center.  Mayor Holmes and EDA Director Boulton said they were not sure what the end result would be, but the committee sounded like they wanted to add the four cities left out, including Wanamingo, if the Good Neighbor Sharing Program survived the 2013 Legislative Session. 
There being no further business Schaefer made a motion seconded by Benson to adjourn at 6:26 p.m.  Approved 6-0-0.
