Jim Kittelson called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Johnson motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to adopt. Approved 5-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Berquam motioned, seconded by Johnson to approve. Approved 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: None 

NEW BUSINESS:
Resolution 15-05 = Approving the 2014 EDA Portion of the Wanamingo City Audit:  Gudknecht moved to approve, seconded by Sandberg.  Administrator Boulton explained the 251 (EDA), 306 (Cenex), and 604 (Medical Center) Funds ending 12/31/2014 balances and plans going forward for each fund.  A detailed memo from Administrator Boulton was provided to the board members as well.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
Administrator Boulton provided information and a memo on the Cenex 4th Addition progress.  The final work will be completed by the contractor in the next month including the 2nd layer of black top, finishing the drainage ditch including tile, finish back filling/grading, finish seeding, and general clean-up.  Private utilities including natural gas and electricity are scheduled to be placed in the coming month or two.

Administrator Boulton provided information and a memo on potential Medical Center Concrete work needed and Medical Center Property Tax changes.  Concrete repairs needed to the back entrance sidewalk and the front entrance ramp facade will be completed this summer by Leon Nerison.  EDA members agreed to have the work completed as part of general maintenance.  The Goodhue County Assessor adjusted personal property tax rates to the City and tenants based upon updated lease agreement at the facility.  The EDA will see a reduction of $3,086.00 on parcel number 70.999.1414.  The lease holder will see a couple hundred dollar increase on the personal property tax burden.  The lease holder was contacted by the County Assessor and the City Administrator to explain the situation.  The lease holder acknowledges the changes and has accepted the new rate without concerns.
There being no further business Sandberg made a motion seconded by Johnson to adjourn at 6:27 p.m.  Approved 5-0-0.
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
