Jim Kittelson called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Johnson motioned, seconded by Benson to adopt. Approved 5-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Benson motioned, seconded by Holmes to approve. Approved 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS:  

Brandon Theobald – WHKS - Cenex 4th Addition discussion – explained the feasibility report.  The estimate costs would be $743,600 for developing the 16.4 acres without 10th Street Court.  The EDA agreed that there was no need for 10th Street Court.  Mr. Theobald went on to explain about the replatting of the outlot and some options for the West side of 3rd Avenue.  There were discussions about how many service lines would be installed and the drainage of the Cenex 4th Addition.  
It was explained by Mr. Theobald and Administrator Boulton that this project would more than likely be financed by the City of Wanamingo through special assessment bonds in which the properties would be assessed.  There was discussion of how the bonds would be paid back through the possible sale of properties, the use of Tax Increment Financing on new construction, or the levying of property taxes.  The EDA was informed that Concast was a go on the project.  Concast is owned by the parent company Parrot Head Development LLC.  The EDA was informed that if they saw this name that it was interchangeable with Concast.  At the June City Council Meeting a development agreement with Concast and the City of Wanamingo would be considered.  The City Council would also consider the approval of a professional service agreement with WHKS for the formal engineering.  The EDA will be informed each step of the process but will not be the direct authority during the project.     

NEW BUSINESS: 
RESOLUTION 14-07 – Authorizing calling a public hearing on the conveyance of certain property located in the City of Wanamingo to Parrot Head Development, LLC (Concast) – Johnson moved to approve, Seconded by Gudknecht.  Passed 6-0-0.

There being no further business Holmes made a motion seconded by Sandberg to adjourn at 6:42 p.m.  Approved 6-0-0.
