Brian Johnson called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Gudknecht motioned, seconded by Ohr to adopt. Approved 5-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA: Gudknecht motioned, seconded by Holmes to approve. Approved 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: None 

NEW BUSINESS: 
Resolution 17-06 - Approving the 2016 EDA Portion of the Wanamingo City Audit.  Gudknecht moved to approve, seconded by Ohr.  Administrator Boulton went over the EDA accounts of importance, including 251 EDA, 306 (Cenex Industrial Park), 422 (Cenex 4th), and 604 (Medical Center).  Funds ending 12/31/2016 balances and plans going forward for each fund.  A detailed memo from Administrator Boulton was provided to the board members as well.  Passed 5-0-0.

Resolution 17-07 - Allowing the use of EDA Land on the 4th of July Weekend for a Tractor Pull.  Gudknecht moved to approve, seconded by Holmes.  Discussion took place on the City/EDA receiving a copy of the Certificate of Insurance.  Administrator Boulton will provide contacts to Brian Gudknecht for the League of MN Cities Insurance Trust tenant user liability insurance provider (TULIP). Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
Administrator Boulton provided an update regarding the special assessments for roadway/utility improvements levied against the EDA owned lots in Cenex 4th Addition.  The EDA will pay the special assessments on the remaining lots of roughly $13,372.80/year starting in 2017.  The EDA will receive the money back from the County Tax Settlement.  This mechanism was the only way to obtain the financing for the project.  Once sold, there are options for the EDA to have the new owner pick up the remaining assessments.  The new owner would also compensate the EDA for assessments already paid by the EDA.  There are options involving TIF and tax abatement depending on the buyers needs and City policies.  The EDA will need to ensure that they are eventually compensated for the land value and the improvements value as part of any sale agreement with a potential buyer. 
Administrator Boulton spoke with Ben Olson, Vice President of Concast regarding Cenex 4th Addition lots available for sale.  Concast is looking into a possible expansion in the near future.  Administrator Boulton provided, land information, TIF/Tax Abatement/Business Subsidy policies, and process memo on how to set up each of the sale options.  The Cenex 4th Addition lots are one of the locations involved in Concast's expansion consideration.  Concast hopes to look further into details in the coming month.
Stu Ohr raised concerns regarding the large pile of industrial wood-based waste in Marcstone's lot near Cenex 4th Addition.  The pile includes pallets, wood cast forms, and other product.  Macstrone is not allowed to burn the material because it is considered industrial solid waste - based upon Minnesota Department of Natural Resources.   Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton gave Marcstone time to develop a plan to properly dispose of the material before the City took action.  Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton will be working on this issue this summer.
There being no further business Holmes made a motion seconded by Gudknecht to adjourn at 6:17 p.m.  Approved 5-0-0.
