Brian Johnson called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Gudknecht motioned, seconded by Schaefer to adopt. Approved 5-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Schaefer motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to approve. Approved 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS:  

Brandon Theobald – WHKS - Cenex 4th Addition - discussion took place about the re-platting of Outlot A.  Mr. Theobald presented preliminary plat plans.  One set of plans showed the current and proposed grading contours.  The other showed the dimensions of the proposed lots along with drainage and utility easements.  Mr. Theobald brought detailed grading plans and the engineer’s estimates of the grading.  Next month the City Council will have a public hearing on the preliminary plat and August the City Council will adopt a final plat after a public hearing.  The EDA wished to see one lot made out of the land behind Concast (excluding future water tower site) instead of the original proposed two lots.  EDA board member asked about Marcstone’s needs/desires for additional land to the south of their property.  A discussion about the drainage along the Cenex 4th Addition and Marcstone took place.  It was decided that future additional costs could take place no matter how the drainage was configured on this lot with how the lot could be utilized.  Mr. Theobald explained that it is difficult to plan when options are limited and no one knows for sure how the lot(s) will be developed and used.
NEW BUSINESS: 
Vice President Johnson opened the public hearing at 6:04pm.

Public Hearing – Conveyance of EDA Land to Parrot Head LLC (Concast).  EDA Director Boulton explained that a public hearing was necessary for the EDA to hold if they wanted to sell lot(s).  Mr. Boulton went on to state the process of the transaction.  No Public input was given.

Vice President Johnson closed the public hearing at 6:10pm. 
RESOLUTION 14-08 – Approving the cancelation and refunding rent of the land lease agreement between the Wanamingo EDA and Keith Allen:  Gudknecht moved to approve, seconded by Sandberg.  Passed 5-0-0.

RESOLUTION 14-09 – Approving Cenex 4th Additional Interim Grading Plan:  Schaefer moved to approve, seconded by Gudknecht.  Discussions took place on the extra 9,000 cubic yards of black dirt that would need to be removed from the project site.  Local contractors could utilize it or it could be piled and stored on site until plans are made for it to be removed.  Passed 5-0-0.
RESOLUTION 14-10 – Approving Development Agreement between the City of Wanamingo/EDA and Parrot Head Development (Concast):  Gudknecht moved to approve, seconded by Sandberg.  Director Boulton explained that the agreement, as presented, would also have the EDA approve their portion of the petition and waiver agreement.  This petition and waiver agreement for the EDA was not in the packet.  Director Boulton had copies for the members to look at.  The Council agreed that the EDA’s portion of the petition and waiver would be included as part of Resolution 14-10.  Director Boulton also stated that the current agreement had not been finalized.  A few details were still being worked out with Concast.  A final version of the agreement will be ratified at the July City Council/EDA meetings.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
There being no further business Schaefer made a motion seconded by Sandberg to adjourn at 6:52 p.m.  Approved 5-0-0.
