Jim Kittelson called the meeting to order at 6:10 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Gudknecht motioned, seconded by Johnson to adopt. Approved 6-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Berquam motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to approve. Approved 6-0-0.
PRESENTERS: None 

NEW BUSINESS:
Resolution 15-06 = Approving EDA Land to be Utilized on the 4th of July for a Tractor Pull:  Holmes moved to approve, seconded by Johnson.  Passed 6-0-0.
Administrator Boulton provided information and a memo on a request for a possible EDA Land Sale for vacant land owned by the Wanamingo EDA on Mill Street.  The land is zoned I-1, Industrial.  The land is oddly shaped with 16,647 square feet and has a Goodhue County Assessor's land value of $32,600 in 2015.  The Wanamingo EDA members wished to see a resolution at the next EDA meeting to declare the land for sale and start to advertise (on City website) a starting price at the Assessor's valuation with the ability to negotiate.  Further stated by the EDA members was that if no other interested parties come forward after two months, the EDA would negotiate directly with the interested party for sale of the land.
OLD BUSINESS:
Administrator Boulton provided information and a memo on the Cenex 4th Addition progress.  The final work by the contractor was recently completed including the 2nd layer of black top, drainage tile installation in the ditch, back filling/grading, seeding, and general clean-up.  The contractor's work/final billing came in slightly under the bid price.  The Wanamingo City Council will be considering the 4th/Final Pay Estimate at the July 13th City Council Meeting.  Once approved, this will initiate a one-year warranty period on the project.  Private utilities installation including natural gas and electricity are in the final stages of planning.  The EDA members agreed to move forward with the natural gas installation with the estimated costs running $1,722.00.  The EDA members further agreed to proceed with the X-Cel Energy electric installation as long as the costs stay under the total budget for the project.  Once private utilities are installed, the City will move forward with the special assessment process.  After the special assessment process is completed the EDA can finalize the sale of part of the total property to Concast (Parrot head Development, LLC).
There being no further business Johnson made a motion seconded by Gudknecht to adjourn at 6:17 p.m.  Approved 6-0-0.
