Jim Kittelson called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Johnson motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to adopt. Approved 7-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Schaefer motioned, seconded by Sandberg to approve. Approved 7-0-0.
PRESENTERS: None 

NEW BUSINESS: 
President Kittelson opened the Public Hearing on the Business Subsidy Policy Proposed Changes at 6:04pm.

EDA Director Boulton explained that State Statutes had been recently changed in which requirements for a minimum number of jobs created and a minimum wage requirement are inserted into City’s Business Subsidy Policy for public assistance from local governments.  City/EDA staff and Kennedy & Graven law firm have a new policy for the Council/EDA to consider.  No staff/ attorney recommendations were made on the minimum number of jobs and a minimum wage rate for the jobs created as apart of a business subsidy.  A public hearing is required on any Business Subsidy Policy changes.  EDA members debated the number of jobs and the wage minimum requirements.  Benson and Schaefer thought that a 2 job minimum and a 110% of the minimum wage would be sufficient to both encourage construction and have the City/EDA get something out of a business subsidy.  It was noted that each business subsidy would include its own development agreement and minimum number of jobs created and minimum wage requirement.  2 jobs and 110% of the minimum wage would only be the minimum.  No Public input was given. 

President Kittelson closed the Public Hearing on the Business Subsidy Policy Proposed Changes at 6:14pm.
RESOLUTION 14-12 – Approving updated Business Subsidy Policy with specifications in the policy of a minimum of 2 jobs and 110% of the minimum wage for the City of Wanamingo/EDA:  Schaefer moved to approve, seconded by Gudknecht.  Passed 7-0-0.

RESOLUTION 14-13 – Adopting Proposed 2015 Budget for the Wanamingo EDA Accounts.  Johnson moved to approve, seconded by Schaefer.  Passed 7-0-0.

RESOLUTION 14-14 – Approving RFD for Hero, Jorstad, & Jacobsen for Civil Attorney Services for the City of Wanamingo/EDA.  Benson moved to approve, seconded by Johnson.  Passed 7-0-0.
RESOLUTION 14-15 – Approving Right of Entry Agreement with Parrot Head Development.  Gudknecht moved to approve, seconded by Schaefer.  Passed 7-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
Administrator Boulton gave an update on Cenex 4th Addition.  Final Plat is completed and on to Goodhue County.  The purchase agreement has been finalized and will be signed this week with Parrot Head Development.  Bids have been let – Schumacher Excavating is apparent low bid at $625,729.17.  The City Council will consider approving the bid tonight.  If approved by the City Council, the work will begin later this week after a pre-construction meeting.

Administrator Boulton gave an update on Maple Island Creamery Expansion.  The building permit is near completion by the Goodhue County Building Permits and Inspection staff.  Skanska, Maple Island’s engineering firm will start to get the project started this week.  Schumacher Excavating will be conducting the dirt work on the project.
There being no further business Benson made a motion seconded by Gudknecht to adjourn at 6:32 p.m.  Approved 7-0-0.
