Brian Johnson called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Schaefer motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to adopt. Approved 5-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA:  Gudknecht motioned, seconded by Sandberg to approve. Approved 5-0-0.

NEW BUSINESS: 
RESOLUTION 13-07 – Adopting proposed 2014 budget on Wanamingo EDA funds – Benson motioned to approve, Seconded by Schaefer.  Administrator Boulton gave a run down of the proposed 2014 budget for the 251, 306, and 604 funds.  Administrator Boulton will provide the yearly TIF report to the EDA at the next meeting.  Approved 6-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
Keith Allen, Golden Harvest Seed Dealer, spoke about the EDA farmland rental agreement.  Mr. Allen has yet to take a building permit out as per the original farmland agreement.  He stated that the late spring had pushed him back on his ability to work with his banker on a building.  Mr. Allen requested to the EDA one additional year in order to become part of the community and have a physical presence.  Administrator Boulton stated the Wright Bus Service Building is for sale and that Mr. Allen should check with the realtor.  EDA agreed to review the issue again at either the November or December meeting.
A memo and map were presented to the EDA regarding tax forfeited properties to the State of Minnesota.  36 of properties were forfeited in 2011 and 8 more will be forfeited in 2013.  The City acquired 4 of these parcels in order to add to an existing park.  The City does not wish to acquire any of these for public purpose use or for redevelopment.  The EDA agreed that they do not wish to compete with the private sector.  The lots will be leased to individuals willing to utilize the lots for agricultural purposes for 10 years.  These leases will have termination clauses for development purposes.

There being no further business Benson made a motion seconded by Gudknecht to adjourn at 6:34 p.m.  Approved 6-0-0.
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
