Brian Gudknecht called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Ohr motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to adopt. Approved 6-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA: Schaefer motioned, seconded by Gudknecht to approve. Approved 6-0-0.
PRESENTERS: None 

NEW BUSINESS: 
RESOLUTION 18-07  Adopting a Proposed Budget for the Wanamingo EDA Accounts for the Fiscal Year of 2019.  Gudknecht moved to approve, seconded by Ohr.  Discussion took place on the budgetary needs of the EDA.  Administrator Boulton explained expenses, levy income, debt service needs, TIF funds, and rental income on the 251, 306, 331, 422, and 604 accounts.  Boulton explained that the steps at the Medical Center would need major repairs or replacement.  Boulton is working with Leon Nerison for options.  Boulton explained that the five exterior lights at the Medical Center were being replaced with LED fixtures by Tom Shane.  Schaefer stated that the EDA should look into an Xcel Energy rebate for the replacement of the fixtures.  Passed 6-0-0.

Resolution 18-08 - Approving a Proposed Billing Change to the City/EDA Civil Attorney Services from Hero, Jorstad, and Jacobsen Law Firm, P.A.  Ohr moved to approve, seconded by Musselman.  Boulton stated that a retainer contract would benefit both parties.  The proposed retainer would be $400 per month.  The City/EDA would no longer be hesitant to involve the City Attorney due to cost control concerns.  The City Attorney will no longer need to track small time issues or phone calls for billing.  This will also clear up the Emerald Valley Townhome Association billing question.  If approved, David Jacobsen will take over for Steve Jorstad to clear up and continue on the petition to dissolve the association.  Passed 6-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
Administrator Boulton gave an update on the MN DEED Minnesota Investment Fund/Maple Island Expansion.  Since the EDA last met in April 2018, MN DEED provided an award letter to the City of Wanamingo for partial MIF funding the Maple Island expansion.  MN DEED finally provided a proposed intercreditor agreement for the financing.  David Jacobsen is reviewing the agreement on behalf of the City.  The Council reviewed the document and did not provide suggested changes.  Administrator Boulton stated the Mitch Jackson will be the general contractor for the Maple Island Expansion and the new Concast building.  The Concast building will be 20,000 square feet located on the Southeastern portion of the new lots.

Brandon Theobald and Jessup DeCook will be in attendance at the September City Council meeting on the recommendation for replatting of a portion of Prairie Ridge Estates.  There will be a public hearing on the proposal before it goes to a vote by the City Council at a future meeting.  

There being no further business Schaefer made a motion seconded by Ohr to adjourn at 6:27 p.m.  Approved 6-0-0.
